Starter Questions to Guide Your Intro:
1. What’s your name and where are you from (organization, city, role)?
2. What do you do, and what are you passionate about in your work?
3. What’s something unique or memorable about you or your work?
Example Framework:
"Hi, I’m [Name], and I’m a [Job Title] at [Organization] based in [City]. I focus on [your area of expertise or interest], and I’m especially interested in [something specific]. I’m here to connect with others working on similar challenges and to learn more about [topic or trend]."

Conversation Starters for This Webinar
To get to know someone:

· “What’s your favorite or most memorable conference experience so far?”

· “What’s one thing you’re hoping to walk away with today?”

· “Have you found any strategies that work well for you when connecting with new people?”
· “What’s one challenge you’ve faced while networking at conferences?”
· “Do you prefer smaller sessions or big keynotes for meeting people? Why?”
Light warm-up questions:
· “What’s one fun fact that’s not on your resume?”
· “If you could attend a dream conference anywhere in the world, where would it be?”
· “What’s the best swag or giveaway you’ve ever gotten at a conference?”
